CDSC 2020 Policies 
The CDSC 2020 policies are presented to create the best experience for everyone. In the case of a major 

violation  of any of the guidelines, the FCDSA reserves the right  to  close any exhibit.  

 

Cancellation Policy:  
For cancellations, please notify the FCDSA secretariat in writing at secretariat@fcdsa.ca. 

¶ Cancellations received on or before August 1st, 2019 will  receive a full  refund.  

¶ Cancellations between August 2nd and September 31st, 2019 will  receive a 50% refund.  

¶ There  are no refunds  for  cancellations  received  on or after  October  1st, 2019.  

 

General Policies: 
¶ Exhibitors must strictly adhere to the floor plan given to them prior to the event. 

All requests for extra tables and equipment MUST be inquired before November 

1st, 2019. Please note that inquiry does not guarantee extra equipment may be 

provided  

¶ All exhibitor  activities  must be restricted  to the exhibition  table  space rented.  Distribution  

of materials  and samples outside  of  the  exhibition  table  is prohibited  unless approved  

by the FCDSA 

¶ Distribution  of samples is permitted  provided it  does not interfere  with  an adjoining  
exhibitor.  

¶ Aisles must not be obstructed  at any time.  If  a display attracts  a large number of 

attendees, including  line  ups, the exhibitor  must still  provide clear aisle space, and 

contain line  ups within the booth  space. 

¶ Exhibitors shall be responsible for  all  damage to structures  and furnishings which may be 

caused by their  representatives.  

¶ Any action  which the FCDSA considers to  be of annoyance to other  exhibitors  or to staff  of 

the Hyatt  or Conference committee  members, will  not  be permitted.  

¶ The use of live  or recorded audio and video displays is permitted  but  must not be 

heard by adjoining  booths. 

¶ Distribution  of food and beverages not manufactured  or related  to  the activities  of the 

exhibitor are  to  be purchased through the Hyatt  hotel.  Individuals are responsible for  

adhering to  the rules  and regulations of the Hyatt  hotel  in terms of their  policies on 

food/beverage.  

¶ Lost or stolen badges must be reported  to  the registration  desk. Only 

employees/contractors  of the  exhibiting  company may have an exhibitor’s badge. The

¶ The FCDSA reserves the right  to restrict  the use of exhibition  tables if  the sponsor 

does not  meet  the  final  payment  deadline  of October  1st,  2019 and/or  the  

necessary document  submission deadline  of  November  1st,  2019.  

¶ Non-compliance with  regulations,  as determined  by the FCDSA, can result  in the removal 

of the offending  sponsor or the closing of his exhibition  table,  without  indemnity,  and the 

FCDSA is released from any kind and all  claims for  damage, which might  result  in 

consequence thereof.  

 
Policies Regarding Belongings and Loss: 

¶ The FCDSA will  take every reasonable precaution  to  prevent  loss to  exhibitors’ goods, but  

under no circumstances will  the FCDSA or the Hyatt  assume any responsibility  for  loss or 

damage to exhibitors’ goods which might  ensue from any cause in connection with  

transfer,  installation, maintenance,  or removal of exhibits.  The FCDSA and the Hyatt  are 

not responsible in any way for  goods while  on exhibit  or in storage. 

¶ Exhibitors are strongly advised to  maintain  normal precautionary  measures to protect  

their display  material  and equipment  and to  cover their  property  and person with  suitable  

insurance. 

¶ All matters not covered in these regulations are subject to the decision and control of 

the FCDSA, notwithstanding  anything in the application  for  space or contained in these 

regulations. The  FCDSA expressly reserves the right  to  change the dates of the 

Conference; to  transfer  the Conference to  another building,  and to  change the floor  plan 

or alter  the location  and/  or alter the  size of the exhibitor’s space.
